ExILED (Exploring the Identities and Locations of Educational Developers) is a SEDA Legacy Grant project which is researching the identity formation and context of educational developers across and beyond the sector. 

Core areas of interest include

· How educational developers and other colleagues construct their role

· Journeys to becoming educational developers

· Narratives and metaphors

· Positioning of educational developers within and beyond institutions

· Identity paradox (Land 2008)

· Role of social media in identity and community formation 

· Career progression

Building on recent work by Barnett and Napoli; Land; Little and Green; Gosling; Oliver; and Whitchurch, among others, we are considering the ways in which educational developer identities have been conceptualised.

We will also look at published and emergent frameworks for conceptualising the roles of educational developers with a view to critiquing and developing these.

Following a literature review, we will be circulating an online survey and conducting interviews with those working in the field. We also hope to run a workshop at the November 2013 SEDA conference to share and build upon interim findings. Intended outputs include

· workshop materials released as OERs

· E-book of narratives (written, audio and video)

· Articles for IETI and Educational Development
